In addition to
contributing to local air pollution, this risks the
region's fragile ecosystems, namely mangroves a
Atlantic Rainforest. In a new approach to develoj
their activitiey within an integrated strategy for
sustainability, with the support of this project, the
ceramics started to use renewable biomass (woo
waste and sawdust) from reforestation zones, to
satisfy their thermal energy needs.

Green waste composting in South Africa

The Municipality of CapEown generates many

Typically these are simply sent to landfill, where
they undergo anaerobic decomposition. This
results in methane, a powerful greenhouse gas.
This project sets up a composting programme
which produces humus, used to-establish
fertility and water retention capacity of the soil.
The project generates 55 direct jobs and many
others indirectly, and contributes to improved
agricultural productivity.
